Join us for one week as we explore and create movement on video. We’ll choose a variety of interesting locations and film dances there. At the end of the week we’ll upload and present our work. Classes will be held in our studios with state of the art dance floors.
Faculty
Director Catherine Fair received her early training with the Royal Academy of Dance (RAD) with Miriam Williamson, A.R.A.D. She later trained in the Cecchetti Method of classical ballet with Annetta Holser, and the Luigi Method of Jazz Dance with Giles Bailey. She holds a BS from George Mason University, Virginia. She was Artistic Director with the Emporia Academy of Ballet and the Southside School of Ballet (Virginia) from 1992 to 1997. In 1997, she moved to Amherst to accept a position with Amherst Ballet where she has served as Executive Director since 2003. She created and directed Amherst Ballet’s production of The Magician’s Nephew (2000), An Evening of Music and Dance with Johann Sebastian Bach (2001), Barefoot Books Ballet Stories (2005) with Jane Yolen and Heidi Stemple, and Dances from the Earth (2006). In 2009, Amherst Ballet premiered Emily of Amherst, an original ballet in four acts about the life and works of poet Emily Dickinson, which she created with Jane Wald and the Emily Dickinson Museum. Under her direction, Amherst Ballet has performed with the Springfield Symphony Orchestra, the Smith College Orchestra, and the Pioneer Valley Symphony and has performed in multiple venues around the state as well as offering multiple field trip and lecture demonstration performances for local students. Students trained by Fair have been accepted to study with prestigious ballet programs around the country including The Boston Ballet School, The Alivin Ailey School, The School of American Ballet, and many more. Fair passed her teaching examinations in 1998 and is a registered teacher with the Royal Academy of Dance having entered numerous students with successful results. In 2004, she attended teacher training in the Vaganova Method of classical ballet at the Pennsylvania Academy of Ballet. Fair is currently attending training in pursuit of Pilates Certification in the Stott method.

Jenny Bennett-Mansur (contemporary dance, choreography, technology) began her training with "Duncan Dance" and acrobatics, then added other modern techniques, tap, jazz, ballet, pointe and hip hop. She graduated from the University of Massachusetts in 2007 with a BFA in dance, cum laude. She has taught a wide range of dance forms at many studios in Western Massachusetts and Chicago. In 2008, she created "Space Oddity", a modern piece for Amherst Ballet. She created "Generation YouTube" two summers ago for students interested in video taping, dance composition, and site specific danceable locations. Dancers created movement, chose music, and helped edit their final dance video. She continues to explore the influence of video on the viewing and progression of contemporary dance. Jenny has been on faculty at Amherst Ballet for several years teaching jazz, modern dance, ballet, creative movement, and Pilates conditioning.

Sueann Townsend (ballet, choreography, technology) began ballet class as a child with instructor Dale Black and later with Toni Introvia.  She graduated from the Interlochen Center for the Arts as a dance scholarship student receiving the Fine Arts Award in Dance upon graduation. Continuing her training at New York Conservatory of Dance, she studied with such prominent instructors as Vladimir Davidov, Hector Zaraspe, Sallie Wilson, Nicholas Orloff, Igor Youskevitch, Ramzi El-Edlibi and Ramon Ramos. She danced with Ballet Theatre Internationale, Ft. Worth Ballet, Connecticut Ballet, Dance Theatre of Long Island, Ramzi El-Edlibi Dance Company, and Louisville Ballet. She has been featured as a guest artist with Nevada Ballet Theatre, Sayville Ballet, Albano Ballet, National Grand Opera Company, Kentucky Opera, Thoughtforms Dance Company and the American Music Festival.  She has appeared at the Deutschen Oper Berlin, Staatsoper Leipzig, and Staatsoper Wien. Sueann has been on faculty at Amherst Ballet for two years teaching ballet and modern dance.
